the County ahd tH‘& ,W,@cVA to assist with proceeding with Phase 1 of a recreational complex which
would include s&fer fields and the infrastructure in the park area itself; she noted that the costs
associated with Phase 1 are a little over 3 million dollars and that the City has obligated $1,620,000.00 to
the project and also paid for improvements to Great Basin Drive and she has confirmed with the
developer that the full 43 acres will be deeded over to the City. Mayor Putnam requested that the County
put $1,000,000.00 towards the project and that the WCVA contribute $500,000.00 and stated her support
for the project as it would be in the best interest of the community. Discussion occurred as to when the
dedication of the property would occur and the Mayor confirmed that the property would be deeded over
when the option is exercised in October as the project would not be able to proceed until that occurs.

Administrator Deist reviewed the memo provided as to the funds available in the Building Reserve Fund
and his concerns about use of the funds. Commissioner French stated his understanding of the needs
identified in the Administrator’s memo but offered that the proposed project should be placed as a high
priority and that should begin with the million dollar contribution. Commissioner Bell agreed with
Commissioner French’s comments and noted the return on mvestmenm this project and that while this
may not be the best time to do it, it should be done. Commissioner Am\bs, sta'tegl that\ghls is a great project
and that he is supportive of it however he stated that he would%td‘see that the,COmmumty is going to
back this come election time; he also stated his concern as to who &(Sigl*d take care of the money, who will
serve as clerk of the works and how is it going to be paiby he Stated ‘l;hat whlle he does think it is a great
project, he thinks we should proceed with caution. /‘R’\Q/ B‘ahn proJect coordinator explained that the
funding for phase one would be managed by the ty"an‘d tha;’for future phases the group with have their
501C3 and would manage the funds at that Cemmlssi‘ene’r Brissenden stated her concerns about
the funding part and her wish that th:ﬁmd walt to' see whether the community supports the
question at election time.

$500,00 O(T\C‘@uncdman Blllmgsley agreed. Commissioner Bell noted the benefit of the return on the
investment. " &o;nnussloner French noted that once phase one is in place there will be time to work on the
other phases. Aam-}mstrator Deist commented on his concerns as to the fiscal impact of the decision
noting that by his comments he did not mean that he did not support the project or believe that it was
good for the community but the concerns needed to be noted. After discussion the following motion was
made by Commissioner French and passed unanimously:

To use one million dollars of the County’s Building Reserve to fund the County’s part of

this project.

A motion was made by Mr. Stoker for the WCVA to contribute $500,000.00 to the project; he
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asked if it would be possible to contribute in stages of $250,000.00, $125,000.00 and $125,000.00.

Mayor Putnam stated that it could be looked at. Mr. Stoker’s motion passed.
Mayor Putnam adjourned the City Council’s portion of the meeting at 2:28 p.m.
Chairman Boyle adjourned the WCVA’s portion of the meeting at 2:28 p.m.
